





The Chemeca Medal

This is the most prestigious chemical engineering award in Australia
and New Zealand. It is awarded to a prominent Australian or New
Zealand chemical engineer who has made an outstanding contribution,
through achievement or service, to the practice of chemical
engineering in its widest sense and who continues to serve the
profession. The recipient of the medal is invited to present a plenary

lecture at the annual Chemeca conference.

The Caltex Award ($5,000 and certificate)

The Caltex Award recognises outstanding achievements in

the teaching of chemical engineers.

The ExxonMobil Award ($5,000 and certificate)

The ExxonMobil Award recognises significant ongoing contributions
to chemical engineering through innovations or a series of related

publications over a number of years.

The Fluor Award ($5,000 and certificate)

The Fluor Award recognises exceptional management and leadership
talent that has directly resulted in a sustained corporate success over
a significant period. It can include both line management and project

management and can apply to either private or public sectors.






The WorleyParsons Award ($5,000 and certificate)

The WorleyParsons Awards recognises personal commitment and
leadership by a chemical engineer in the area of safety and/or

the environment. Applicants will have demonstrated outstanding
leadership and/or commitment to safety or the environment during

design, construction or operation of process plant.

How are the winners decided?

The Australian and New Zealand Awards of Excellence in Chemical
Engineering are considered by an awards panel appointed by The
Australian and New Zealand Federation of Chemical Engineers

(ANZFCE) committe each year.

be awarding the following prizes:

EFCE Excellence Awards

The EFCE has established a series of Excellence Awards to recognise PhD
Theses or publications of young researchers published in preceding years
which demonstrate the most outstanding contribution to research and/or
practice the scientific fields of the EFCE Working Parties and Sections. The
award will comprise a certificate, cash award of 1500 Euros, and a travel grant
(up to 500 Euros) and fee waiver to attend the conference, where the award
will be presented.

Four Excellence Award will be presented in 2011:

— 2011 Excellence Award in Process Intensification

— 2011 Excellence Award in Thermodynamics and Transport Properties

The Jacques Villermaux Medal

The Jacques Villermaux Medal recognises achievements by a scientist
within the context of the EFCE's science policy, working parties,
conference programme or other related activities. It is awarded in
principle every four years and consists of a medal, a certificate, and an
invitation to attend the European Congress of Chemical Engineering
(ECCE), where the Medal is presented.

The recipient of the award is designated by the EFCE Executive Board.
The decision of the Executive Board is taken at its meeting 6 months
prior to the ECCE where the Medal is presented. It is taken by the

majority of votes of the members present.

The EFCE office in charge of administrative affairs related to the Jacques
Villermaux Medal shall issue a call for nominations at least 4 months in
advance of the Executive Board meeting where the decision shall be

taken.

Nominations have to be in writing addressed to the EFCE office
responsible for all administrative affairs related to the Medal and should
include a short CV of the nominee and reasons for his nomination.
Written proposals must be received by the EFCE office by a given

deadline at least on month prior to the Executive Board meeting.
